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4/3/08: On the eve of the 40™ anniversary of
the assassination of Dr. Martin Luther King,
Jr., hundreds of AFSCME members and
community supporters honored his life’'s work
through non-violent civil disobedience to
demand justice at UC.

More than 75 people blocked streets
and were arrested in San Francisco
and Los Angeles to send UC the
message:

If
they did it would help us to provide better
patient care and student services.
